Regular Business Meeting 

April 4, 2011

1. Meeting called to order by President Robert Smith at 7:08 pm. Pledge to the American Flag recited.

2. Motion made by J. Burton to approve the March minutes, seconded by G. Bass. M/C/U.

3. Motion made by G. Bass to approve the March Treasurer’s report, seconded by J. Burton. M/C/U.

Old Business:

1. Robert Smith updated the members on the picture fundraiser by stating that it is complete, and the final income should be $9700-9900. 

2. Robert Smith advised the members that the two trees had been removed from behind the station. 

3. Marcial Foisie advised the members that the new chainsaws were in, and would be placed on the engines. The old chainsaws will be placed into service on the brush trucks. 
4. Robert Smith thanked the members for their help at the city park circus fundraiser, and stated that it went very well. 

5. Robert Smith reminded the members that the ACFA Family Day will be this Saturday at Grace Dunn Park from 8a-7p.

New Business:

1. Caleb Ramsey updated the members on the progress of the ESD petition by stating that we are looking at a November ballot at this time. Also, discussion was conducted on implementing a budget by-law.

2. By-Law Addition- Joe Burton presented a by-law addition which provided for the election of Captains and Lieutenants of the department. First reading of the addition was conducted. 

3. New Applicant- Michael Burriss was presented to the department as a new applicant. 

4. Brian Smith advised the department that members of the Haunted House fundraiser crew would be going to a convention in Louisville, KY on the 27th. He stated that they were having a car wash on Saturday the 9th, from 10-2, to help raise funds for the trip. Rick Bray made a motion that the department provide $500 to help with fuel costs, Mark Loose seconded. 8 voted for, 1 voted against. Motion passed. 

5. Mark Loose advised the members that the cost of installing a 3rd electric meter at the Haunted House, and running power from an existing meter to a side panel, would be $735.65.  Joe Burton made a motion to fund the request, seconded by Marcial Foisie. M/C/U.
6. Jeff Burns advised the members that he had placed ID tags on all medical bags that must be replaced each time the seal is broken. This will help to ensure that the bags are adequately stocked for each call.

7. Chris Smith advised the members that Huntington VFD was conducting pumper races on June 11th, at 9 am. There will be both 3 and 6 man competitions. Motion made by Chris Smith to pay entry fees for those members wishing to participate, Ronnie Hunter seconded. M/C/U.

8. Chief Foisie advised the department of the following items:

A. We need to begin doing state inspections and oil changes on all of the apparatus as they are about to expire.

B. Hose was donated by the TFS, and will be placed on the brush trucks. 

C. We are anticipating a hose donation from Temple Inland, which will include sections of 2 ½ in and 1 ½ in.

D. There will be a workday on April 16th, from 8a-12p, and tasks will be completed at both stations.

E. A 55 gallon bucket of foam was purchased.

F. District maps have been placed in each apparatus. 

G. The live fire training at Lufkin’s facility went well, thanks to all who participated.

H. The City of Hudson has donated their old flag pole to the Fire Department.

I. An agreement has been reached with Lufkin Fire Department to house the ladder truck at Lufkin’s old Station 4 in order to get it out of the weather.

9. Caleb Ramsey made a motion to adjourn, seconded by Mike Stephens. M/C/U. Meeting adjourned by President Robert Smith at 8:50 pm.
