HUDSON VOLUNTEER FIRE DEPARTMENT

REGULAR BUSINESS MEETING

DECEMBER 6, 2010

MEMBERS PRESENT:

1. Meeting called to order at 7:02 pm by President Robert Smith. Pledge to the American Flag recited.

2. Motion by Marcial Foisie to accept minutes from November meeting. Motion seconded by Ron Cole. M/C/U.

3. Motion by Chris Smith to accept Treasurer’s report for November. Motion seconded by Brian Smith. M/C/U.

OLD BUSINESS:

1. Angie Barker advised the department that she was able to get a set of high back chairs donated. She then stated that we still need chairs and tables for the meeting room. She then gave two quotes. The first quote was for Formica topped tables, seven total, for $940. We would then have to buy chairs from Sam’s for approximately $20 per chair. The second quote was for seven molded plastic tables and 30 stackable chairs, at a cost of $1408.51, including shipping and handling. Gowland Bass made a motion to approve the quote for $1408.51. Motion seconded by Verne Goodenough. M/C/U.
2. Chris Smith updated the department on apparatus repairs. Engine 1’s primer motor was sent to Houston for repair. The rebuild kit for Engine 1’s intake valve is in. We are waiting to hear back on the maintainer system for Tanker 1.

3. Robert Smith advised the department that the baby shower for Angie Barker will be Saturday from 2-4 pm at the Fire Department.

4. Marcial Foisie advised the department that the final profit for the Haunted House was $9681.62.
NEW BUSINESS:

1. Mark Loose advised the department that we are currently paying 0.1370 cents per kwh through TXU Energy. Quotes were received from Tim Allen for cheaper electricity. The prices were roughly half our current rate, but required extended contracts. The issue was tabled until we can get quotes from Aspen Power, and look for other 12 month contracts.

2. Marcial Foisie advised the department that Shay Hobbs will not be doing our accounting after December 20th. Shannon Gesford, who was recommended by Shay, is willing to do it for $50/month. Caleb Ramsey made a motion to hire Shannon Gesford for CPA services. Motion was seconded by Verne Goodenough. M/C/U.

3. Brian Smith discussed plaques for people who helped with the Haunted House. Cost for the three plaques is approximately $28 per unit. Brian Smith made a motion to purchase the three plaques. Motion seconded by Chris Smith. M/C/U.
4. New Member- Voting was conducted to accept Brian Kmak for membership, contingent on his background check coming back favorable. 16 members voted in favor of accepting, 0 members voted against. Membership was approved.

5. Elections were conducted for the 2011 Officers of the Hudson Fire Department. Election results were as follows:

Chief- Nominees were Joe Burton, Marcial Foisie, and Chris Smith. In the first round of voting Burton received 3 votes, Foisie received 7 votes, and Smith received 6 votes. A runoff was then conducted between Foisie and Smith. Foisie received 9 votes, and Smith received 7 votes. Marcial Foisie is the 2011 Chief.

Assistant Chief- Nominees were Jeff Barker, Joe Burton, Marcial Foisie, Caleb Ramsey, and Chris Smith. Marcial Foisie’s nomination was removed due to winning election for Chief, and Caleb Ramsey withdrew his nomination. In the first round of voting, Barker received 4 votes, Burton received 4 votes, and Smith received 8 votes. A runoff between Barker and Burton to participate in the main election runoff was then conducted, with Barker receiving 7 votes, and Burton receiving 9 votes. A runoff for the position was then conducted between Burton and Smith, with Burton receiving 5 votes, and Smith receiving 11 votes. Chris Smith is the 2011 Assistant Chief.

President- The only nomination for the position was Robert Smith. A motion and second was made to elect R. Smith to the position by acclamation. M/C/U. Robert Smith is the 2011 President.

Vice President- The only nomination for the position was Brian Smith. A motion and second was made to elect B. Smith to the position by acclamation. M/C/U. Brian Smith is the 2011 Vice President.

Secretary- Nominees were Caleb Ramsey and Chris Smith. Chris Smith’s nomination was removed due to winning election for Assistant Chief. A motion and second was made to elect Ramsey to the position by acclamation. M/C/U. Caleb Ramsey is the 2011 Secretary.

Treasurer- The only nomination for the position was Rick Bray. A motion and second was made to elect Bray to the position by acclamation. M/C/U.  Rick Bray is the 2011 Treasurer.
Fire Marshal- Nominees were Gowland Bass and Rick Bray. Rick Bray’s nomination was removed due to winning election for Treasurer. A motion and second was made to elect Bass to the position by acclamation. M/C/U. Gowland Bass is the 2011 Fire Marshal.

6. Elections were conducted at this time for Firefighter of the Year and EMS provider of the year. The results of this election will be revealed at the annual Christmas Banquet.

7. A motion was made by Gowland Bass to appoint Taylor Bray, daughter of Rick Bray, as the Hudson Fire Department Mascot. The mascot will lead the pledge at meetings and conduct public relations functions with the youth in our community. Motion seconded by Chris Smith. M/C/U.

8. Announcement was made that our annual Christmas banquet will be  Monday, December 13, 2010 at 6:30 pm.

9. New Applicants- Membership applications were turned in tonight by Maci Vest and Chaunte Sifford, and were presented to the officers of the department.

10. Ronnie Hunter made a motion to adjourn, seconded by Verne Goodenough. M/C/U. Meeting adjourned by President Robert Smith at 7:58 pm.
