REGULAR BUSINESS MEETING

JANUARY 3, 2011

1. Meeting called to order at 7:13 pm by President Robert Smith. Pledge to the American Flag recited.

2. Motion by Brian Smith to accept the minutes from the December meeting. Motion seconded by Joe Burton. M/C/U.

3. Motion by Chris Smith to accept the Treasurer’s report for December. Motion seconded by Gowland Bass. M/C/U.

OLD BUSINESS:

1. Robert Smith updated the department on our electricity provider. Tim Allen was able to get the department a 6 month contract for half of our current rate, but it had to be accepted that day. Robert advised the department that he went ahead and signed the contract in the interest of the department.

2. Angie Barker advised the department that the new tables and chairs had arrived. Per the officers of the department, these items are not to be loaned out, and will remain in the meeting room.

NEW BUSINESS:

1. Brian Smith presented the department with the proposed budget for the haunted house fundraiser this year. The budget proposal totaled $4500, and was to be financed in the following increments. 2. Robert Smith advised the department that the officers were presenting two plans for the fuel reimbursement program, and asked the members to vote on the plan they wanted. Plan A called for the current system to remain with the officers to look at possible modifications. Plan B was presented, and called for a flat per call pay. Voting was conducted, and 10 votes were cast for Plan A while 4 votes were cast for Plan B. 

3. Marcial Foisie advised the department on several items.

B. Workdays are scheduled for January 8th and 22nd to clean the upstairs and build a hose rack.

C. Chainsaws are needed for the brush trucks. Prices were obtained for 2 Stihl 18” saws with cases. The price would be $699.96 plus an additional 10% off for non-profit organization. General discussion from the department. General consensus to get more prices on other brands and return with them next business meeting.

D. Monday, January 10th, we will be going over the new SOG’s for the department.

E. Monday, January 17th, we will be discussing apparatus and equipment needs.

F. The second Monday of each month at 6:30 pm will be truck checks, and after each major fire.

G. The utility truck is running bad and will be taken to the mechanic.

H. Updated the department on the decrease in the number of line officers, and advised the new responsibilities the line officers would have.

I. On any month with 5 Mondays, the 5th Monday will be family night. The 5th Monday of January will be a family night.

4. Robert Smith advised the department that we would be having a baby shower for Ramsey and Goodenough around the middle of January.

5. Mark Loose presented the department with recruitment flyers that he created. The department gave him input on which one they liked best, and additional information to put on them. Vote was conducted on which flyer to use.

6. New Applicant- Cathy Clark was presented to the department as a new applicant.
