· Motion by Chris Smith to accept the minutes of the regular business meeting of  May 1, 2006 and the special meeting of May 15, 2006.  Second by Brian Smith.  MCU

· Motion by Ron Cole to accept the Treasurer’s report from May 06.  Second by Brian Smith.  MCU


Old Business:

1. President Smith:  The family day was a success.  We had a lot of members attend and Robert thanked Carrie for putting it all together.

2. Chief Burton:  Presented a check from RAC to go towards the hand-held radios.  We will send a thank you letter to RAC and Brenda Cole.
