Old Business:

1. President Smith:  The benefit for Elizabeth Goodwin is coming up March 11, 2006.  We are going to need help with this.  If anyone is available Friday night, we will need help with preparation as well.

New Business:

1. Chief Burton:  Announced some training coming up.  Clute VFD is hosting a Certification Coordinator workshop in April.  The Livingston Area Fire School will be March 24 and 25, 2006.  Chief Burton is trying to put together an EVOC class with Angelina College and Nacogdoches Memorial Hospital.

2. President Smith:  Angelina County Firefighters Rehab has appointed Carrie Cole as the new coordinator.  Rehab has had an 8 x20 building donated to store their supplies and would like to set it up behind our smoke house.  Motion by Mike Stephens to allow this.  Second by Chris Smith.  MCU

3. Brian Smith:  March 25th is the annual Keep Hudson Beautiful trash off and we need volunteers.  The Hoedown Parade is scheduled for April 8th.  Rehab will have a booth at the Hoedown Parade.  Another Defensive Driving class is tentatively set for April 29th.

4. Asst. Chief Ron Cole:  We are now an ALS First Responder Organization.  We need to purchase a refrigerated box for the rescue truck to store our meds.  It is a 12 volt system and cost about 89.00.  Ron Cole made a motion to buy this.  Second by Brian Smith.  MCU

5. Chief Burton:  Update on the trucks.  Tanker 724 has the tank and pump mounted and the side boxes are being installed.  The light bars are in for both tankers.  We are buying our own siren system and water level indicators for 724.  Tanker 726 should be ready for pick up next week.

6. Asst. Chief Ron Cole:  We have requested funds from RAC for 7 hand held radios.  This would be a 50/50 cost share grant so we would buy 7 radios as well.  No action will be taken on this until it is brought to the Department.

7. President Robert Smith:  Two Junior members were introduced.  Jacob Smith and Justin Spies.

8. Norman Hellwig:  Asked about the lock on the office door.  The Officers decided to do this.  Norman also expressed concern about other Departments using the SCBA compressor.  Chief Burton told us that no-one is using the compressor that has not been trained to do so.  Norman told us our neighbors next door are re-paving their parking lot and would like to park on our side until this is finished.  Norman asked about Utility 727 being left at the Chief’s house.  Chief Burton told us that is where he is keeping and if we needed it for any Fire Department business to go by and pick it up.  If you use 727, please make sure you gas it back up.
