REGULAR BUSINESS MEETING

MAY 3, 2010

1. Meeting called to order at 7:08 pm by President Robert Smith. Pledge to the American Flag recited.

2. Motion by Brian Smith to accept minutes from April meeting. Motion seconded by Ron Cole, M/C/U.

3. Motion by Chris Smith to accept Treasurer’s report for April. Motion seconded by Verne Goodenough, M/C/U.

OLD BUSINESS:
1. Gowland Bass reported that the rental for the scissor lift was $100. Gowland reported that the new lights were put in the bays, skylights were cleaned, and cleaning of the rafters was done. General discussion.
2. Ron Cole advised the members that the lawnmower and weed eater were purchased. Verne Goodenough was appointed by the Chief to supervise the use of the equipment. General discussion.
3. Brian Smith brought up the possibility of needing to put up some big maps in the station to reference for call response. General discussion.

4. Angie Barker gave an update on the station remodel. Angie advised that Ron had gotten the sheetrock and flooring donated for the meeting room. General discussion.

5. By-Law Amendment- Second reading was made on change to Article 2, concerning Officer election procedure in our by-laws. No changes were suggested. Voting was conducted by paper ballot to amend the by-laws. Amendment passed unanimously.

6. Brian Smith reported that the fish fry went well this year. Profit was calculated to be $1641, which is up from last year. General discussion.

7. Robert Smith gave the department an update on the ESD. Letters with invitations to our first public hearing on August 9, 2010 were passed out at the fish fry, and many positive comments were received. The department appointed a committee to progress with the ESD, and the members appointed to serve are: Robert Smith, Brian Smith, Marcial Foisie, Gowland Bass, Ron Cole, Chris Smith, Caleb Ramsey, and Jeff Barker. Caleb Ramsey was appointed as Chairman and Public Information Contact for matters pertaining to the proposed ESD.
NEW BUSINESS:

1. Apple Springs VFD will be having a picnic on May 8, 2010 at 11:00 am at the Apple Springs VFD. They also have a fishing tournament coming up soon. Copies will be made of the flier and distributed as needed.
2. Gowland Bass reported that a bigger memory card and new batteries has been bought for the camera. General discussion.

3. Robert Smith reported to the department on a 911 marking program the City of Hudson is beginning. Opportunity is available for the department to sell markings for a fundraiser. General consensus from the department was that we do not have the manpower at this time to participate.

4. Angie Barker proposed buying a table drape with our department markings for the table in the meeting room, and to be used at events as needed. Motion by Gowland Bass, seconded by Chris Smith, to allow Angie to either order a table drape or have one made locally at a maximum cost of $350. General discussion. M/C/U.

5. Robert Smith advised the department that we were thinking about getting 2 new t-shirts, and 2 new polo shirts for each member made. General discussion by the department on colors for shirts. Department decided to go with black polo shirts and navy t-shirts with white writing. Motion made by Ron Cole, seconded by Chris Smith, to allocate $1000 for new shirts. M/C/U.
6. Mark Loose made a motion, seconded by Ron Cole, to change the department letterhead back to the old style with only one department emblem. General discussion. M/C/U.

7. Ron Cole advised the department that he was going to begin working on SOP’S and SOG’S for the junior firefighters. General discussion.

8. By-law Amendment- 1st reading was made on change to Article VII, Section 1 and Section 1, Subsection A, letter B regarding where background checks should be obtained. No changes were suggested. 2nd reading and vote will be taken at the June business meeting.
9. APPLICANT VOTE- Rick Bray- Ron Cole made a motion, Gowland Bass seconded, to vote this member into the department pending receipt of background check. M/C/U. Vote was taken on Rick Bray by secret ballot. Member voted in unanimously.

10. APPLICANT VOTE- Timothy Headley- Ron Cole made a motion, Gowland Bass seconded, to vote this member into the department pending receipt of background check. M/C/U. Vote was taken on Timothy Headley by secret ballot. Member voted in unanimously.

11. NEW APPLICANT- Application received by mail for Brian Kmak. Caleb Ramsey spoke with the applicant by telephone, and he said he would be here at the next Monday night meeting.

12. Ron Cole made a motion to adjourn, seconded by Brian Smith. M/C/U. Meeting adjourned at 8:45 PM.
