New Business:

6. Marcial Foisie:  Let us know that Jeff Barker wanted to know if the Department 

Would donate the Wye on the back on Ladder 1 to Lufkin Fire Department.  No action will be taken until the Department decides what we are going to do with the truck.  Marcial also let everyone know that when Lufkin calls for our Tanker that we also need to take an Engine for drafting.  Marcial reported that when we are on Mutual Aid with Lufkin we need to arrange our own rehab.

7. Marcial Foisie:  Ask about paying off the note on Engine 2 and the Lawn Mower.

           FIRE STA. 2.  Second by Gowland Bass.  MCU

10. Mark Loose:  Ask about buying a roll of 16/3 cord and a roll of 14/2 BX cable for

A total price of 173.55.  This is for general maintenance.  Motion by Gowland Bass to purchase this wire.  Second by Chris Smith.  MCU

           we will look at doing this next month.
