· Motion by Gowland Bass to accept the minutes from September.  Second by Brian Smith.  MCU

· Motion by Gowland Bass to accept the Treasurer’s report for September.  Second by Jeff Barker.  MCU

Old Business:

1. Gowland Bass:  needs volunteers to drive the trucks to the school Wednesday for Fire Prevention.  Jeff Barker and Marcial will help him as well as the Juniors.
