REGULAR BUSINESS MEETING


JANUARY 5, 2009

1.     Meeting called to order at 7:15 pm by President Robert Smith. Pledge to the American Flag recited.


2.     Minutes - Motion by Brian MacFayden to accept minutes from December meeting. Motion seconded by Vern Goodenough, M/C/U.


3.     Treasurer’s report -  Robert Smith said we got a check in from the Texas Forest Service for 5799.93 it is from Disaster assistance money, also have a couple of checks coming from the Water Dept., we also have about 6000.00 in savings and about 6000.00 in CD. Motion by Gowland Bass to accept the Treasure’s report. Motion seconded by Ron Cole, M/C/U.





OLD BUSINESS: 


1.     Robert Smith as Goldie if he had checked with Mr. Evans about the trailer, Goldie said, he stated if we would give him a receipt for 3000.00 dollars, for tax purposes he would give us the trailer. He also said, if we would pay him 500.00 dollars, he would move it and block it for us. Robert Smith said, that he thought that one was in better shape then the other one. Robert Smith explained the one on Walnut Hill was damaged on the back side of it, and water had gotten on the inside of it. Robert Smith stated we had already voted on moving a trailer, and the cost could be up to 600.00 dollars. General Discussion about the two trailers.


Motion mad by Vern Goodenough to give Mr. Evans letter and receipt for 3000.00 dollars donation. Chris Smith seconded. M/C/U.


2.     Robert Smith made a suggestion that we overhaul the building out back, suggested we add six feet on the front. We can put two doors on the front of it for the bays and still have plenty of room for storage. We can then put both Rescue and Brush 1 out there, which will alleviate the problem, and leave room for the chiefs truck in the side bay. Robert suggested that we call Rojo, and have him come out and give us a bid to form it and pour it. Goldie Bass asked if Rojo can pour the ramps also. Brian Smith asked if Rojo can look at the other slab and see if there is anything he can do with it. Robert Smith said, lets get some of us together and get some bids for next months meeting. We also talked about the slab out front and putting a slab mount generator and A/C units out there.


3.     Robert Smith said, we needed to look upstairs and see what it would take to finish that up, up there.


4.     Ron Cole asked, if we could put a cover over that pad for the generator, so it was not sitting out in the weather. It would make it last longer. Robert Smith said yes we can.


We are not going to be able to use the metal off the front of the building out back. Because when we come out with it the metal will not be tall enough, because when we come out the building will be taller in the front.


Robert said, lets get some prices so we could vote on it at the February meeting. So we can get started on it.


Motion made by Mike Stephens. Seconded by Goldie Bass. M/C/U.


 5.     Mike Stephens brought up about putting in a hard line on the Cascade system so we could fill SCBA bottles out front and make it easier. Robert Smith said we could do that but it would tied in all the time if we do. Mike Stephens asked if we could put a “Y” in the line. Robert Smith said we probably could, we can look at it and see. Right now we go in and tie into were the bottles tie into, you tie up that one line and we could not fill our bottles there, but we can look at it and see what we can do.


6.     Robert Smith said we have a Truck note coming due. Mark Loose said he thought it was the first of February is when it is due. Marcial Foisie said no it is due the 15 of January. Robert Smith said he need to know at least a week ahead of time so he could get a $25000.00 dollar check to cover that note. Hawk Ornduff asked how much the note amount was? Robert Smith said it is $19,870.08. Robert Smith said he would get a check this week to Marcail Foisie, so he could get it in the bank. Robert Smith said that will put us a little over 5000.00 dollars in savings.





NEW BUSINESS:


1.     Robert Smith said Ron and himself had looked at putting a small light bar on the chiefs truck, to be able to utilize it as an emergency vehicle also. Goldie Bass asked how much would it cost . Brian Smith asked if it was LED. Cody Sutterfield said yes. Brian Smith made a motion to buy the light bar for the chiefs truck. Seconded by Ron Cole. M/C/U. Cody will install.


2.     Chris Smith brought up to buy LED Lights for the front of both brush trucks and have them installed in the grill area. Tabled to bid till next month at officers meeting.


3.     Ron Cole has state fire marshal’s card please see him and pick yours up.


4.     Sam’s Card needs to be picked up by Robert Smith.


5.     Hawk Ornduff said so everyone knows the Advance Auto account is open.


6.     Mike Stephens made suggestion on looking at getting portable chair and table racks.


7.     Marcial Foisie brought up about getting a new creeper for working on the trucks.


8.     Brian MacFayden made a motion to buy a flat screen monitor for the computer in the office. Seconded by Chris Smith. M/C/U.


9.     Robert Smith said we need to set up committee for trailer positioning and office ceiling. Appointed himself, Goldie Bass, Marcail Foisie, Mark Loose, Hawk Ornduff, and who ever else would like to be on the committee.


10.    Hawk made a motion to get a new tool box set for engine 2. Seconded by Ron Cole. M/C/U.


11.    Chris Smith brought up looking into getting pagers for the fire dept. Cody Sutterfiend said he would check into it and also see about setting up our own account with Motorola.
