1. Meeting called to order by President Robert Smith at 7:00 pm. Pledge to the American Flag recited.

2. Motion made by G. Bass to approve the May minutes as presented, seconded by J. Burns. M/C/U.

3. Motion made by C. Smith to approve the May Treasurer’s report as presented, seconded by Brian Smith. M/C/U.

5. C. Ramsey brought up the by-law replacement that had been presented by J. Burton. There was general discussion on how to move forward. J. Burns made a motion to table the change until further research into the document can be conducted, seconded by C. Smith. M/C/U.

6. J. Burns advised the department that he had placed breakaway tags on the medical bags to help with keeping an accurate inventory. 

7. R. Smith advised the department that the two Lufkin fire engines that were being donated to county departments were given to Diboll and Central VFDs, so Hudson will not be receiving one. 

8. R. Smith conducted a discussion on the need for a burn ban, and concluded that he would enact one the morning of June 7th.
