NEW BUSINESS:

President Robert Smith opened discussion on an air compressor available to install in the


station. After more discussion, Mike Stephens made a motion to purchase this air


compressor from Joe Burton for $400.00 to install at station 1. Motion seconded by


Ron Cole, M/C/U.

President Robert Smith opened discussion on the need for a complete set of tools with


storage for the station. Chief Burton has priced a heavy-duty stainless steel Kobalt 


11-drawer tool storage unit from Lowe’s for $996.00. After more discussion, Mike


Stephens made a motion to purchase this storage unit, and work on a list of tools 


needed to discuss for purchase next month. Ron Cole seconded motion, M/C/U.


Gowland Bass then made a motion to sell the old tool chest, with the handmade base,


to Ron Cole for $25.00. Chris Smith seconded motion, M/C/U.

Gowland Bass opened discussion on the rodent problem in the station. After more 


discussion, he made a motion to hire an exterminator on a 1 year contract. Jeff Barker


seconded motion, M/C/U.

Angie Barker asked about the phone system here at station-1. We will get with Robert

Chris Smith proposed buying a timer for our hose rack lights, to keep them from being


left on. Mike Stephens made motion to purchase timer from Warren Electric, Angie


Barker seconded. M/C/U.

Mike Stephens opened discussion on installing a service plug behind the station for the


K9SAR trailer, and for other heavy uses. It was suggested to install this plug on the


secondary service further back, as our current panel has no room left for it.

Verne Goodenough reported that we need to work on getting all reports caught up in the


computer, so they can be forwarded on to the City when they are requested by the public.

Mike Stephens reported that the K9SAR seminar for last weekend had been cancelled. He


also reported on 2 searches this past week for missing persons – 1 was found by K9SAR


dog, and the other was found by volunteers.

Robert Smith opened discussion on a storage facility needed at the station. General


concensus is to allow the officers to get prices on pre-built storage buildings.

Gowland Bass made a motion to adjourn, Angie Barker seconded. M/C/U. Meeting


adjourned at 8:15 p.m.
