OLD BUSINESS:

Hawk reported that the repairs to the generator for Engine-2 will cost $306.67 for


A new voltage regulator and repairs to the float. He also reported that Rescue-1


is out of service at this time getting brakes repaired.

Gowland Bass reported that Fire Prevention Week started today and he needs help


at Peavy Primary  campus this Thursday. Gowland made a motion to start 


financing his Fire Prevention program for 2009 by allotting $100.00 per month 


from January through September instead of one lump sum in October. Mike


Stephens seconded motion, M/C/U.

3.        Mike Stephens opened discussion on a TFS grant to purchase a new grass truck.

      The Forest Service grant is a 90% matching one, and we will try to apply this


Year.

Brian Smith opened discussion on the Haunted House. Opening night is October


The 17th  and we still need more firefighters to help out. Brian thanked Hawk for


all of the work he has put into it these last few weeks.

Jerry Coker stated that we can advertise for the spook house at the Spirit


Halloween Store in the Mall.

6.         Ron Cole reported that he did not purchase the dc radio charger approved last


month because the price was $140 instead of the quote he got of $60. He also


reported that everything went smoothly through the last Hurricane.

NEW BUSINESS:

1.
Discussion on station repairs/updates: Mike Stephens requested we let SAR


move the electrical receptacle for their trailer to one of the poles on the training


tunnel awning. We are waiting for a price from Nalcom on a new power supply


for the station radio that was burned up during the storm – Ron will check on


this tomorrow. Mike Stephens has the material needed to repair the fuel tank on


the generator on Rescue-1.

2.
Discussion on new storage building:  Hawk asked about installing a turbine on


the roof to help with ventilation – no action taken. Robert Smith reported that


Joe should have the building finished sometime this week. Motion made by


Gowland Bass to purchase a roll-up door at a cost of $600 to $700.00. Motion


seconded by Hawk, M/C/U.

Robert Smith reported that we should be receiving a donation from Aspen 


Pipeline within the next couple of weeks, but we are not sure of the amount.


General discussion on how best to spend this money.

4.
Robert Smith opened discussion on a request from a citizen to use our station to


hold a fundraiser for a medical need. This person is related to a close friend of a


couple of Hudson firefighters. Motion by Hawk to allow them the use of the


building. Motion seconded by Mike Stephens, M/C/U.

5.
Robert Smith opened discussion on the Polk’s fuel bill last month. This bill was


over $1200 for this one month. Robert and Ron is requiring all members to use


only the card assigned for it’s respective truck and not to fill multiple vehicles


with the same card.

6.
Jerry Coker stated that the antennae on David Abney’s tractor was broken during



the storm while he was using it to help in the community as a firefighter. Motion


by Brian Smith to pay $50 for its repair, Hawk seconded. M/C/U.

Gowland Bass has two quotes on electrical supplies we need for the spook house.


Motion by Hawk to purchase the supplies for $68.48 and $148.88. Motion was


seconded by Mike Stephens, M/C/U.

8.
Hawk reported that we are low on bottled water for the station. Robert stated that


purchase did not require a vote and for him to go ahead and purchase some.

9.
Jerry Coker requested a copy of our tax exempt certificate –  we will get that for



him.

10.
Ron Cole reported that once October is past and the spook house is over with, we


will get back on more training.

11.
Hawk requested that the Lieutenents make a list of missing items on their truck


when doing the next inspection.

12.
Mike Stephens reported that we need 4 or 5 fire extinguishers for the spook 


house. No action taken.

13.
Robert Smith reported that both the Red Ribbon parade and the Veteran’s Day


parade will be coming up within the next 2 months. We will put trucks in both.
