preparations for the storm.


2. Ron Cole will hold off on purchasing any more station tools needed until our


finances get built back up some.


3. Ron Cole has requested we purchase a 12 vdc radio charger for his radio.


Gowland Bass made a motion to purchase the charger, Hawk seconded. M/C/U.


4. Ron discussed starting back on fire training to try to get all members certified


up one level from their present one – Next Monday night will be pump training


led by each lieutenant on their trucks.


5. We will keep the extra oxygen bottles from Life-gas until the storms are over.

Mark Loose opened discussion on haunted house lighting. Estimated material cost


to install lights/wiring on the porch of our trailer house is $70.84. Motion by


Gowland to purchase the material, seconded by Hawk. M/C/U.
