E. Proposed upfitting the emergency lights on Tanker 2. Motion made by R. Bray to purchase the 

    lights for $1500, seconded by C. Smith. 5 votes For, 4 votes Against. Motion passed.

4. The department was advised that Tanker 1 is in the shop, and that Tanker 2 now has a master switch.

5. Motion to adjourn made by R. Bray, seconded by R. Hunter. M/C/U. Meeting adjourned by President Robert Smith at 8:36 pm.
