Regular Business Meeting

January 5, 2004

1. Meeting called to order by President Robert Smith at 7:10 pm.  Pledge of Allegiance was recited.

Old Business:

1. Joe Burton gave a report on the doors for the 103 station and the roof for the 94 station:  The roof bids was 3800.00 and 2700.00 or 600.00 to do it ourselves. 4. Norman said 723 needs to go back to the repair shop for finishing touches.  Mike Stephens suggested that we make a list tonight of everything that is wrong with the unit.

5. Rick reported on re-joining the SFFMA.  Cost would be around 1500.00 to do this.  This price would include the Department dues, 20.00 per member enrollment and an 800.00 set of IFSTA manuals. 4. Joe reported that we need to get new fittings for the cascade system.  We need fittings with o-rings.  This item will come under general maintenance.  No motion needed.

5. Robert stated that the purchase order system would remain in place.  Purchases over 50.00 will require a purchase order number.

6. Mike Stephens brought up about having a fundraiser for the 4 Ratcliff kids in Nacogdoches.  Mike suggested we combine the Fire Department and the Search and Rescue Team for this.  Ideas were talked about.  Robert suggested that ideas be brought back for further discussion.

7. Reese brought up the Gospel concert.  The guy is going to do one Feb. 14th as well at the Lufkin Middle School.  We are still planning on doing the one in June.  Consensus was to not do food but we may sell tickets.  Motion by Reese Little to sponsor the Feb. 14th event.  2nd by Joe.  MC

8. Brian Smith brought up the need for work days.  Sat. January 17th  was set for this.  Everyone needs to show up around 8:00 am

9. Kelli Provow was introduced as a new applicant.

10. Joe asked if anyone wants to take the Lieutenant’s test.  He passed out study guides to all that were interested.  He wants the manuals back.  The written test will be around the first week of February.
