Motion by Hawk to accept June’s Treasurer report. 2nd by M Clemens.  MCU

Apparatus:
1. J Barker:  L1 report – the air pack issue has been fixed, the springs on the driver side have been replaced and the intercom is now working.  We are still waiting on some more parts to come in.
2. Marcial:  E2 report – the foam pump still needs to be fixed and it needs to be taken to Cook’s Tire to have the front end checked.
3. J Barker: B1, B2 and S1 has factory recalls that need to be taken care of.

Equipment:
1. Hawk:  the 3 flashlights for B2 will be 159.99 each for a total of 319.98.  They will be the Ultra LED with mounting hardware and chargers.  Motion by M Clemens to purchase them.  2nd by Vinther.  MCU
2. Hawk:  reported that the station generator was checked. It did turn over but needs oil so it should crank and run.
3. Hawk:  reported he has started PPE inspections and some needs to be cleaned.
4. Hawk:  reported that boots and pants from helping hands is in.  It now takes 2 to 3 months to receive anything from them and they now use a point system.

Station/Grounds:
1. Mark:  asked about filling the hole in front of the dumpster.  Marcial will check on this.
2. Barker:  reported the fence across the West end of the parking lot along our property line would be a 3 rail fence and cost 1400.00 minus tax.  Motion by Vinther to have this done.  2nd by M Clemens.  MCU

4. Mark:  reported that the new mower is working great.

6. Mark:  reported the bed in the trailer has been replaced.
