REGULAR BUSINESS MEETING

Meeting called to order at 7:07  by President Robert Smith. Pledge to the flag recited.

MINUTES – Motion by Hawk to accept minutes from October meeting. Motion seconded by Brian MacFadyen, M/C/U.

TREASURER’S REPORT – Motion by Brian MacFadyen to dispense with the Treasurer’s report, the books were not given to the CPA in time to get one generated. Motion seconded by Hawk, M/C/U.

 

OLD BUSINESS:
1.
Brian Smith gave a report on the Haunted House this year: Total income was $6742.00 with the breakdown as follows: car bash - $288.00, tunnel - $32.00, hay ride - $398.00, face painting - $59.00, flashlight tour - $100.00, and spook house - $6072.00


It was also reported that the Barbeque stand made about $500.00 in profit and they are planning to donate some of that back to us.

Hawk reported that the generator on Rescue – 1 has had the fuel pump replaced, and it now has a hand primer bulb installed as well.

3.
Gowland Bass opened  discussion on wiring for the SAR trailer plug and the new storage building. He made a motion to allow $650.00 for wiring material for these two items, Hawk seconded. M/C/U.

4.
Hawk reported that the radio in Rescue-1 is transmitting, but not receiving. He will be taking it to Nalcom for repairs.

5.
Gowland Bass thanked those helping at Fire Prevention this year. He also noted that the wiring to the air compressor still needs to be completed.

6.
Hawk reported that Nalcom can re-program and remove Central’s page on the six radios that still have them included.

7.
Hawk reported that the generator for Engine-2 is ready to be picked up from the shop.

NEW BUSINESS:

Robert Smith reported that we received a matching donation of $90.00 on behalf of one of their employees (matching contribution).

2.
Robert Smith reported that this Saturday will be the Veteran’s Day parade. We will enter 2 trucks in it, and will be cleaning them up Friday evening.

3.
Robert Smith reported that we have received another $1,000.00 donation from the DAV of Lufkin.

4.
Brian MacFadyen opened discussion on possibly using the two cars brought out for the car bash for extrication training.

5.
Robert Smith asked about the U.S. bumper flags for Engine-1. We need to purchase two new ones if they cannot be found.

6.
Ron Cole asked for a count of our members who are also veterans – Hawk, Jeff Burns, Caleb Ramsey, Big Mo, and Ron Cole.

7.
Brian MacFadyen asked about the entry lighting at station-2. Hawk is already working on that repair.

8.
Ron Cole brought up the need for a clean-up day behind the station. He designated next Monday night for this, and pumper training will follow on the next Monday night.

9.
Robert Smith reported that the overhead door has been ordered for the new storage building. He opened discussion on shelving to put in it. Gowland Bass made a motion to allow the Elected Officers to come up with a shelving plan and purchase the materials needed to go ahead with installing them. Brian MacFadyen seconded, M/C/U.

Robert Smith reported that Golden Corral has been reserved for our annual banquet again this year, with a deposit put down on it. We need a minimum of 40 people to attend.

Brian Smith reported that Mrs. Chastain on Homer Alto Road is needing her large brush pile burned again this year.

Brian Smith opened discussion on next year’s spook house. He suggested either putting a lump sum of this year’s profits towards next year’s expenses, or allocating a set amount each month. We are also looking at adding another trailer behind our present one, with a porch or hallway connecting the two. We have had another trailer donated if we want it. Angie Barker made a motion to allow up to $600.00 to re-locate this new trailer if, after looking it over, we decide we want it. Gowland Bass seconded motion. M/C/U.

Ron Cole asked about installing an air vent on station-2 for ventilation in hot weather. He will try to get one donated for us to install.

14.
Robert Smith introduced 2 new applicants for membership tonight – Cody Sutterfield and Mike Smith. Both can be voted on in February’s meeting.

15.
Mike Stephens reported that he has talked with Farmer’s Insurance, and next year they may be able to make a contribution towards the Haunted House.

16.      Ron Cole presented the certificate showing our SCBA compressor remains in compliance for another year.

17.
Marcial Foisie reported on a citizen needing 2 brush piles burned. He was referred to the Chief to get this planned.

18.
Hawk reported that the hose reel on Brush-1 has been repaired.

19.
Ron Cole reported that hand valves have been installed on the bumper sprayers on Brush-2 to prevent them from leaking when not in use. They must be opened by hand before the controls inside the cab can be turned on.

Robert Smith reported that we will need to pour a ramp at the bay door to our new storage building. Chief Burton will be framing that up for us.

Motion by Brian MacFadyen to adjourn. Hawk seconded, M/C/U. Meeting adjourned at 7:58 p.m.
