8. R. Smith advised the department that we had been approved by the Texas Forest Service for a wildland PPE grant with a 10% department match. Motion made by B. Smith to accept the grant and fund the match, seconded by C. Smith. M/C/U.
9. J. Barker advised the department that we had been approved by the Texas Forest Service for a hose and nozzle grant with a 25% department match. Motion made by C. Smith to accept the grant and fund the match, seconded by J. Barker. M/C/U.
10. By-Law Amendment- First reading was conducted on an amendment to require background checks to be from the Texas Department of Public Safety.

11. By-Law Amendment- First reading was conducted on an amendment that exempts certain persons from background checks.

12. R. Smith advised the department that the Hudson Trash-Off would be November 19th.

13. G. Bass made a motion to purchase a 3rd storage locker for Fire Marshall equipment, seconded by M. Loose. M/C/U.

14. Motion made by R. Bray to adjourn, seconded by C. Smith. M/C/U. Meeting adjourned by President Robert Smith at 8:54 pm.
