· Motion by Gowland Bass to accept October 2015 Treasurer’s report.  Second by Brian Smith.  MCU

· Motion by Jacob Smith to accept the October 2015 minutes.  Second by Jeff Burns.  MCU

Apparatus:

1. Jacob Smith:  reported that the tail lights on B1 have been replaced.
